
Shoulder Straps (Epaulets, Shoulder Boards),  From Left to right  
Commander, Past Commander, Grand Commandery, Past Grand Commander 
Shoulder Boards should be worn as shown and not as the Navy would. 
 
Jewels, Only AUTHORIZED Templar jewels are to be worn. Jewels shall be worn on the 
Left Breast Welt and spaced 1/8” apart 
Maximum of 4 May be Worn from left to Right. 
Jewel of Office, Meritorious Service Award, Past Commander’s jewel, Malta, Red Cross, 
and the Veterans Bar.  The Veterans Bar may be worn on the left breast above current   
office, past office or Malta Jewel. The Past Deputy Instructor’s bar beside the Veterans. 

 
 
 

 
 

 
 

 
Name Plate, shall be Black with White engraving 3” X 3/4 to 1” maximum and worn on 
the right breast of the coat in line with the medals on the left breast.  

 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 

Sleeve Crosses, To be Worn 3 1/2” from the end of Sleeves. Commandery, Past                        
   Commander, Grand Commandery, Past Grand Commander above the Sleeve Cross                             
      should have WASH on the right and 00KT (Note what ever your Commandery number     
          is should be placed before the KT) on the left.  Commandery lettering to be 1” tall   
             and of silver in color, Past Commander, Grand Commandery, Past Grand                                  
                Commander in Gold.

Sword Slings, Belt Slings are permitted and shoulder slings but NO Belts 
on the outside of the Uniform unless wearing a long coat. 
 
Shirt, shall be a White dress shirt.  Button down collars are not permitted. 
 
Tie: shall be a plain Black tie. 
 
Gloves, shall be Buff in color. 
 
Slacks, shall be Black with no pleats. 
 
Socks, Black and only Black! 
 
Shoes, Black dress shoes.

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082. The Regulation for Uniform shall be the Short Style Dress Coat.  It shall be a three-button, double-breasted sack 
coat,  to close with three buttons, and to be black material (a ten and one-half ounce tropical of 45% wool and 55% Da-
cron or a ten ounce 100% wool tropical worsted is recommended).  Two rows of three buttons each to be equally spaced 
vertically and approximately five inches apart (when buttoned) horizontally.  The coat shall have no outside  pockets, but 
shall have two lower straight flaps, no openings.  Stitched on the outside edges to give the appearance of pockets.  It shall 
have two inside breast pockets, one on each side.  At the wearer’s left side, near the simulated pocket flap and his waist 
line, a four -inch horizontal slit opening with a zipper closing to allow sword belt chains or sling to be worn on a con-
cealed belt or trouser waist belt. (See Note 1 below)  Coat to be not less than 3/8 lined with plain black lining material.  
Sleeve lining to be of either plain or white lining material, with a shield in each sleeve. And armholes piped with lining.  
Edges to be single stitched.  No buttons on coat sleeves.  On cuffs of coat, appropriate crosses according to rank,   the 
bottom of these crosses to be three and 1/2 inches from the end of sleeves.  The coat to extend to the length of one inch 
below the wearer’s crotch line,  and to be the same distance from ground in front and rear.  Coat to have roll color with 
peak lapels, three inches wide at peak. 
 
 Shoulder Straps (epaulets):  To remain the same and worn in the same location on the short style coat as on the 
long style coat. 
 
 Jewels:  Only authorized Templar jewels are to be worn in the short style dress coat and shall be worn on the left 
breast welt and spaced 1/8 inch apart and placed even with the top welt. 
 
 Shirt:  Shirt for fatigue or short style dress coat shall be a plain white shirt with turned down collar. 
 
 Tie:  Tie for fatigue or short style dress coat shall be a military style black four-in-hand tie. 
 
 Trousers:  Trousers, same as coat material, without side stripes or  ornamentation of any kind. No cuffs. 
 
 Nameplates:  Nameplates shall be optional.  If worn on the uniform it will be placed in the center of the right 
breast of the coat in line with the medals on the left breast.   Nameplates must be of a standard 3 inch by 3/4 to 1 inch 
maximum size with a black background and white lettering.  For Sir Knights of a Constituent Commandery it will display 
Name and Commandery. 
 
EXAMPLE                             John Doe 
  Templar Commandery #1 
 
For Grand Commandery Officers the name will be displayed on the first line and the Grand Commandery Office on the 
second line. 
 
 The Short Style Dress Coat shall be optional, and the Long Styled Dress Coat still permitted.  However, as soon 
as possible, Officers and Sir Knights conferring the Full Form Opening and / or the Order of the Temple, should be wear-
ing the Short Styled Dress Coat. 
 
 Note 1:  Neither balderic or outside belt is to be worn with the Short Styled Dress Coat.   Existing belts worn 
with the long style dress coat may be worn under the coat removing the long chain, the scabbard to be suspended from 
two short black leather slings with gold trim ( silver for Sir Knights below the rank of Commander) with hook snaps at 
bottom and a loop at top may be worn over the trouser waist belt and through slit in coat. 
 
 Note 2:  Sleeve crosses and lettering shall be the same as on the long style dress coat.  For Grand Officers, the 
abbreviation “WASH” in block capital letters together  with the Templar Cross in gold on both sleeves and without num-
bers.   For Sir Knights, “WASH” on the right sleeve, and “00K.T.” on the left sleeve, in silver and with Passion Cross on 
each sleeve.  For Commanders and Past Commanders, Passion Cross and lettering in gold. 



Chapeau, A Sir Knight’s Chapeau shall have a Rosette Silver Cross on the left side with silver braiding.  A Past 
Commander shall have a Rosette Red Cross and Gold braiding, Grand Commandery Rosette red Malta cross with 
gold braiding, Past Grand Commander Rosette purple Malta Cross  with gold braiding.
